Services provided by Community Transport organisations across  Bristol from January 2006 – December 2006.

· Bristol Community Transport (BCT) runs 25 buses and provides a citywide service, serving all communities of interest.  During 2006 BCT carried 137,599 passengers.

· Community Action on Transport and Training (CATT) runs 2 buses in Hartcliffe and Withywood.  28% of its passengers are disabled people.  CATT carried 5,933 passengers during 2006.

· Lawrence Weston Community Transport (LWCT) runs 4 buses and provides a citywide service.  The majority of its passengers are older people and disabled people.  LWCT carried 20,717 passengers during 2006.

· Bristol Dial-a-Ride which has been operating for the past 15 years specialises in the transport of individual disabled people and older people with mobility problems, many of whom are wheelchair users. Dial-a-Ride uses a fleet of 12 fully accessible minibuses and accessible cars, the membership currently is at 8,900 disabled members and last year it carried out over 60,000 individual disabled passenger journeys.
