Overall view of meeting and general comments 

Well attended, well chaired and good discussions 

Key issues/main points of interest for the voluntary & community sectors

· The Children's Trust Structure will be retained

· Locality Arrangements: a draft report of the review carried out by the Institute of Public Care has gone to DLT.

· It is likely that any commissioning will be on a area rather than locality basis. 

· Early Intervention Review: Proposals were sent to Cabinet for approval at the beginning of October 

· Bristol Youth Links Review: this review will focus on the needs of vulnerable young people and looking at all organisations providing services for YP. A commissioning strategy will be developed. There will be an event on 4th November proposing a delivery model.   Voscur will be asked to get feedback from separate groups in EC1/3 to contribute to the Youth Review. 

· Overlap with other Partnerships: There was discussion about improving communication between Neighbourhood partnerships and Locality executives as EC1 links in with 3 neighbourhood partnerships. 

Comments and concerns raised by voluntary and community sector representatives

· Concern was expressed how small BME led organisations are supported around commissioning and can feed into reviews. Voluntary sector Rep, raised the issue of the need for training and support to ensure capacity building. Voscur could perhaps ensure this takes place.
