N3 summary


The main issues identified in the locality for young people are:


Emotional well being – including anger issues in yr 5/6 boys and young people who become invisible as they are managing school but have deeper issues that need support 


Parenting issues





The issue of schools effectively engaging in CAF panels continues and young people are often not identified as needing support because of this.


The locality partnership was well attended and partnerships are working more effectively across the locality but partnerships with schools need to be worked on
