Conflict and Young People

The Lawrence Hill Youth and Play Partnership has sent a letter to the EC3  Loc Governance Group asking for a discussion on  voluntary sector partners in particular can be more consulted and involved in the development and deliver of strategies to  address violence amongst young people. Realignment of funding and services.
