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	Overall view of meeting and general comments

Meeting held at Park centre, Daventry Road, Knowle West.
Overview of points discussed:

· Data Analysis – A sub group has been set up and a consultant hired to facilitate the summarising of data for S2.  The aim is to produce a useable overview for professionals in the locality to assist in effectively identifying and meeting local need.

· Feedback from CAF

· Budget update – There is some underspend for 09/10 (see below).  Amount for 10/11 is yet to be agreed.

· Progress report on strategic plan – In terms of community cohesion, the recently ran talent shows were successful but concerns were raised as to whether it evidenced authentic community cohesion.  Discussion took place as to various definitions of community cohesion and its place in a number of frameworks; OFSTED/NOS etc.  It was agreed that a future meeting would be dedicated solely to examining this further and agreeing a way forward.  Updates on TPA were given and details of the next consortium meeting where partners would collate final monitoring.  There is expected to be a 15% reduction on TPA monies available for 10/11.  There were concerns raised regarding targeting and also provision for those under the age of 9 years.  A further comment was it was positive in that it allowed long standing community organisations to develop aspects of their provision and provide activities to those who might not be able to access it otherwise.
· Literacy plan - This was proposed as use of the 09/10 underspend.  This would be a collaborative project benefitting all primary schools in the locality.  This was provisionally agreed with some conditions regarding adequate monitoring.  Alison Findlay will progress this in partnership with the applicants and the commissioning teams.

· Meeting attendance – Discussion took place regarding the need to try and maintain consistency with those attending the meeting in order to develop a cohesive group

· Next meeting – April 29th 2010
