HomeChoice Bristol will only allow other
people to be included on his/her application
where they normally reside with applicant as
member of their family or might otherwise
reasonably be expected to reside with
him/her (for example close blood relatives,
marital relationships and cohabiting
partners). The Homechoice procedure
considers close blood relatives as only
mother, father, son & daughter.
Grantparents and grandchildren are not
considered as close blood relatives. The
procedure states that an applicant cannot
include a friend/extended relatives on
his/her application unless they currently live
together and have a proven need to live
together (e.g. essential support / care
needs)
