Guidance for Car Scheme Volunteers
In agreeing to provide a drive, both the driver and the client accept that they will comply with any Government regulations that may be in force at the time.  https://www.gov.uk/coronavirus  Only drive if you are feeling well and not exhibiting any coronavirus symptom such as a raised temperature, continuous and sustained dry cough and/or recent loss of taste/smell.  If so, stay at home, follow advice and let the office know as soon as possible.
Before the drive:

· Please contact the client on the day before, or the morning of the ride, prior to turning up at their house and clarify that they are not showing any signs of the virus.  Ideally if they can be ready outside waiting for you – even better!
· If they are the drive should be cancelled and they should contact the NHS for further advice: NHS 111

On the day of the drive:
· Wash your hands before starting your journey & have hand sanitiser in your vehicle
· If you wish to wear gloves, please remove them carefully and dispose off in a safe manner
· Both yourself and your passenger(s) must wear a face mask in the car at all times
· HVC will provide a mask for Drivers if required and endeavour to provide them for Clients if told in advance that the client is unable to obtain one
· Open car windows to increase ventilation in the car.  Do not use any air recycling options on air conditioning
· Reduce close contact as much as possible

· If you need to get out of the car, try to keep 2 metres apart 

· If the client requires assistance/support offer this – as we do wish to prevent falls, but fetch a wheelchair if available, rather than them hold your arm 
· Ask the passenger to sit in the back seat of your car – passenger side

· If you meet others when you are outdoors, ensure you stay at least 2 metres away

· At the Medical Centre/Hospital drop them off at the entrance 

· If they need assistance/support, then make sure you wash your hands frequently (ideally before and after direct contact) or use hand sanitiser gel

· Avoid touching your face if possible
· Wipe down all car surfaces before and after each client with antibacterial wipes / spray
· Wash your hands at the end of your journey or as soon as you reach home
If any of these agreements are not met, then the ride can be cancelled.  Please inform the office if this is the case.
